RECEIVES HEART OF TEXAS ELECTRIC COOPERATIVE GRANT
Waco, Texas—Kim Hernandez, Interim Executive Director of REACH Therapeutic Riding Center, is pleased to announce a donation of $2,500 from Heart of Texas Electric Cooperative. The center plans to use the funds to make improvements to the center’s outdoor arena. Hernandez states, “HOT Electric Co-op faithfully supports improvements to our barn facility to allow REACH to provide higher quality services to our riders.”
REACH (Riding Equines to Achieve Confidence & Health) Therapeutic Riding Center, located in McGregor, is a non-profit corporation that provides therapeutic horseback riding and hippotherapy. Therapeutic riding is the use of the horse to achieve a variety of therapeutic goals, including cognitive, physical, emotional, social, educational and behavioral improvements. Hippotherapy is a treatment strategy used by licensed therapists that utilizes equine movement as part of an integrated intervention program to achieve positive functional outcomes.
Operation Round Up is just what the name implies.  Heart of Texas Electric Co-op members who opt to participate in the program have their utility bill “rounded up” each month to the nearest dollar.  The average cost per member each year is approximately $6.00.  The monies are then distributed to organizations such as REACH Therapeutic Riding Center with the goal of aiding community and emergency service providers in their efforts to improve the quality of life and support the local community’s health, safety and well being. 

Since June 1, 2004, the Heart of Texas Electric Coop’s Operation Round Up Program has donated more than $180,000.00 to local community organizations in Bell, Bosque, Coryell, Falls, Hamilton, Milam and McLennan counties.
